The April 4 ™ election brought new faces to the Board of Alderman --Greg Massey
representing Ward 1 and Richard Ross representing Ward 3. Both bring different
backgrounds and wil |l help round out our al

sharing the new ideas they will bring!

While it may be old news to most of you by now, | am still elated that our City continues to
be the focus for new developers.

At the March 2nd Board meeting | announced the Staenberg Group from St Louis had filed

a TIF request for the redevelopment of 13.7 acres on the Parkway (the Golden Door,
Jakeds Steak & Fish House and approxi mat el
modern retail shopping center (Osage Beach Commons) comprised of four buildings
containing approximately 131,000 square feet of space, one out lot, and supporting

parking space is being proposed. On March 23rd the Board referred the request to the

TIF Commission asking for their review and recommendation. The TIF meeting will be

held at the Osage Beach City Hall on May 11th and will start at 6:00 pm.

Also, during that March 23 ™ meeting, | announced the City had receiveda 2 ™ TIF
application (Passover Properties, LLC) from a Wichita Kansas developer. This is a
request to develop 68 acres  --running parallel with the Hwy 54 Expressway (from
Passover Rd to Hatchery Rd). Our city staff is currently reviewing this proposal.

The 3™ Annual City Easter Egg Hunt in conjunction with First Family Church of Osage
Beach was held on April 15 ™. After 50,000 eggs and 1,750 hot dogs, the event was
deemed a great success!

The 2017 tourism season is about to begin and with it will come numerous events to enjoy
and participate in.

Spring is here and the weather is great for all the activities for this time of year! The Second Annual Jsage
Beach Easter Egg Hunt took place last month with even greater success this year. The next big City gvent w
be the Welcome to Summer event, one of the largest land based firework shows at Lake, to be held & the
Osage Beach City Park on Saturday, June 17. This event will not disappoint with new activities planngd for t
year so make sure to mark your calendars!

The City continues to invest in our community through projects to enhance services to our citizens anjl
visitors. Several transportation, park, and water projects are worth noting. The Nichols Road project Will be
completed soon with a ceremonial ribbon cutting scheduled for May 5 to mark the final opening of the
completed road. This has been a very large project with many working parts that have come togetherfto pro-
duce a very nice upgrade to the Nichols exit onto Osage Beach Parkway as well as an entrance to th¢ hosp
Barry Prewitt will most likely see an overlay of asphalt in June. This will include some night work to fagilitate
project completion in a timely and less disruptive manner. Two major seal coat projects will begin in fqur to s
weeks, Passover Road and the west side of Osage Beach Parkway. Peanick Park is in the midst of ggtting r
playground equipment and the Osage Beach City Park will have new volleyball courts very soon. The
Columbia Coll ege Water Tower was recently cl elane
preserving our infrastructure and Passover Water Tower is next in line to be cleaned.

With the first fiscal quarter behind us, financially the City is on a good track with overall revenues surgassing
expenditures by nearly $1.4 million. 23.8% of revenues have been realized and15.6% of expenditurgs have
been realized in the first quarter. Timing differences do occur in both revenue and expenditures as inqoming
and outgoing monies do not materialize equally throughout the year and monitbring of those revenueg and

expenditures with our budget plays an important role in maintaining our positive cash flow and efficier

reserve funds. .

To date, sales tax collection continues to be up over last year by 6.8% and o'xf/er projected collections |n the
